Update on pedestrian crossing on A49.
We have received a plan from Highways as to where a new crossing could go. It was discussed
‘whether it would be better placed near the bus stops, but Highways obviously felt this was the most
suitable spot and its proposed location might be best for slowing traffic down. Certainly, any crossing
is better than none. Once Highways have finished their study, it willbe put forward for consideration
for funding in the next budget, but there s no guarantee we will be successful. Any crossing will
Tikely need street lighting, but maybe this could be switched off overnight to prevent ight pollution
as the crossing i lss likely to be used then. New LED lighting has less spillage anyway.

Update on Traffic Restrction Order

Cllr Roe has spoken to the relevant person who said we could speak to Balfour Beatty about
improving the road surface. However, what we need Is a restriction order. Cilr Roe now has a contact
number for this person and will speak to him again to agree a way forward.

Update on letter to the Chief Constable & the reply received from James Ashton from Ledbury
Police Station.

Clerk to write back to say that t i deplorable that the police wait for road traffic ncidents with
injuries before they will take speed enforcement action. We willalso ask where they plan to position
the grey box because we want to ensure that it is in a location where speeding is a problem. We.
should also remind them that we had  hard standing putin place at our own expense for
enforcement vehicles near Stowe House which has never been used. Cl Underwood will contact
Adam to ensure that the trees overhanging the hard standing are cut back so that the area s clear
for any enforcement vehicle.

9. To discuss any current community issues
9.1The Clerk has had routine contact from Community Policing to ask f there are any current community.
ssues for the PCC Charter. Other than excessive Speed and Road safety in general, aready raised with the
Police, there are no known issues.

9.2 PPC had been asked i it s organising anything for the Coronation. Nothing planned, but the PCC wil
probably organise community lunch after a Service over the weekend.

9.3 Bus shelter by village shop s very dirty and tatty. It s believed that thisis owned by HC and s nota PC
asset. Therefore, Clerk to contact HC to see if it an be cleaned /spruced up.

9.4Clir Underwood had noticed that a ot of green waste had been dumped on the common which had
obviously been cut back to clear the telegraph pol. Having contacted BT Openreach she was informed that
2 company called FullFibre had been working there. Cilr Underwood istrying to get n touch with them to
ask them to remove it and to advise them to take all waste with them in future.

9.5 Hedge at the top of the lane leading to the Church needs to be cut back as it obscures the view for
anyone turning right from the Church onto the A49 towards Hereford. Clerk to aise with Highways England.
9.6 There are very bad potholes n the lane leading to the Church. Clrk to report to Hereford Councilas
often nothing seems to happen when potholes are logged on the Hereford Council website.

9.7 There has been a compliant about large puddles forming at the top of New Lane. This has been reported
to Highways England before who stated that it was not their responsibiity as it was on private and.
However, this is happening less than 1 metre from the public highway (as close as 6 inches today) and it isa
public footpath, so it isfor Highways England to resolve. Clerk to contact them about this

9.8 The funding set aside in our budget to subsidise the use of the Church hall for village events has not been
used up, 5o Cl Underwood will put another artile in the Peterstow Times about this. All agreed that £120
would be made available to the Gwent Chamber Orchestra for their performance and rehearsals n the Hall.
9.9 The bus stop opposite Everstone Rise is now on HC / Highways st to get a new hard standing to make it
safer for passengers
